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Abstract

The objective of this study was to analyze the factors influencing occupational cost
management for strength and sustainability according to the philosophy of sufficiency
economy. The samples were the 697 households of agriculturists in Tha Khanun Sub-District,
Thong Phaphum District, Province of Kanchanaburi. The sample size was 255 people.
The research instrument was questionnaires. The data was analyzed by Descriptive Statistics
and Inferential Statistics which Factor Analysis was used.

The findings were as follows: there were 2 factors that influencing occupational cost
management. 1) The internal factors, were 5 aspects as Production, Characteristic, Status and
Experience of agriculturists, Financial Management and Land Tenure. The total variance was
able to explain the indicators at the percentage of 67.658. 2) The external factors, were
4 aspects as Marketing & Technology, Law & Politics, Social & Environment and Economy.

The total variance was able to explain the indicators at the percentage of 73.089.
