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Preparation of Water Management Measures for Drought Disaster Risk Reduction on
Agricultural Area: A Case Study in Ban Don Mai Ngam, Prasat Subdistrict, Ban Dan

District, Buri Ram Province
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Abstract

This research aims to investigate the preparation of water management measures for
drought disaster risk reduction on agricultural area in Ban Don Mai Ngam, Prasat subdistrict,

Ban Dan district, Buri Ram province. The study was carried out by using the mixed methods
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of quantitative and qualitative methods, i.e., questionnaires for collecting data from 105
respondents of agricultural households of Ban Don Mai Ngam and in-depth interviews with
representatives of an executive officer and an engineer of Prasat Subdistrict Municipality and
a village leader of Ban Don Mai Ngam, respectively. The data were analyzed by using
descriptive statistics for questionnaire data and content analysis for in-depth interview data.
The results from quantitative method revealed that the village has two water
management measures, i.e., structural measures consisted of canal/stream (37.4%), and Kato
Wa swamp/village ponds (14.6%), and non-structural measures consisted of waiting for rain
only (34.1%), and using water containers/rainwater reservoir (7.3%). However, most of
respondents told that water quantity is not enough (87.6%). They required Subdistrict
Municipality to increase more structural measures by building more ponds. In accordance
with information from in-depth interviews, they also wanted to increase the size of water
storages for agriculture uses, and to construct more structural measures. This would help to
cope with the risk, but currently the problems are about the budget and the collaboration

with central agencies.
