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Abstract

This study aims to (1) study nouns and adjectivesfound in online hat ads and (2)
analyze noun phrase structuresfrom online hat ads. The data were 1,000 hat online
adscollected from 100 brands. Data was collected from two websites of the first 10 sites
that were mostly searched by using the keyword ‘hat village shop’. Microsoft Excel 2013 was

used as a tool to collect the data and analyze the structures of noun phrase.TagAntprogram
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was firstly used to identify noun and adjective part of speech, then AntConcprogram was
used to identify the high frequency of nouns and adjectives. High frequent nouns and
adjectivesfound in the corpus can be divided into 9 categories: Material, Component, Type,
Color, Shape, Size, Tracery, Feature and Description. According to the research, 379 noun
phrase structures can be found. This suggests a variations of noun phrase structures in hat

online ads.
