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Abstract

surveyed 314 small, medium and large companies by means of an online survey. using
descriptive analytical statistics to describe and describe the properties or characteristics of the
distribution of data for various variables according to the group characteristics factors by
determining the percentage, Mean and Standard Deviation. The research found that the
COVID-19 epidemic factors affect the shortage of cash flow and production factors, which is
considered This is the biggest challenge by most companies (82 percent), mainly due to lower
sales due to declining demand. Including increasing difficulty in financing and also found that
the shortage of inputs is the second biggest challenge, with nearly 70% of company data

disrupting the value chain and logistics. including the inability to deliver inputs This could be
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due to quarantine measures such as the closure of borders. More than half of companies have

also been found to have trouble fulfilling contracts and face labor shortages.
