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Abstract

The main objective of this study is to identify words and their collocation that were
frequently found both in simulated TOEIC tests, and Academic Collocation List retrieved from
Eapfoundation.com. 100 simulated TOEIC tests were selected from four websites. The tools
used for analysis were file type transfer from websites PDF2GO.com, AntConc, TagAnt,
Microsoft Word and Microsoft Excel. The result shows 47 words found both in simulated TOEIC
tests and Academic Collocation List (ACL). Within 47 words found, a total of 26 headwords
with collocations can be identified. These collocations can be divided into five part-of-speech.
The most common headword was Nouns, along with Adjectives, Verbs, Adverbs and Participle.
Words and collocation that were found both in TOEIC and Academic Collocation List (ACL) are

not difficult and can usually be found in general business context.
