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Abstract

This research aims to study 1) academic administration in educational institutions. 2)
relationship between the school and the community in the school. 3) academic management
that affects the school and the community in the school under the office of the private
education promotion commission, Bangkae, Bangkok. Examples include 254 school
administrators, teachers and staff. The research tools are surveyed and analyzed by analyzing
the percentage, average, standard deviation and stepwise regression.
