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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the general information on the development of
assistant teachers into professional teachers, 2) develop a model for transforming assistant
teachers into professional teachers, 3) experiment with the model for developing assistant
teachers into professional teachers. 4) evaluate the model for developing assistant teachers
into professional teachers. The sample groups included 45 school administrators, 60 academic
teachers and 68 assistant teachers who were hired and appointed in 2023-2024, totaling 178
people. The data collection tools was a questionnaires and the data were analyzed by using
content analysis, mean, and standard deviation. The results of the research found that 1)
school administrators, academic teachers, and assistant teachers had the highest level of
demand for professional teacher development. 2) The model for the development of assistant

teachers to professional teachers consisted of Principles, concepts, processes and conditions
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for success. The model was appropriate. 3) The results of the experiment with the
development model for assistant teachers to professional teachers showed a high level of
implementation. 4) The results of the model evaluation found that assistant teachers had a
high level of professional teaching had higher post-test results than before the development,
produced innovative work at a good level or higher. Those involved were satisfied. The model
for the development of assistant teachers to professional teachers was accurate, appropriate,

feasible, and useful. At the highest level
