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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to investigate the Leadership Attributes of school
administrators under the Samut Prakan Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; to examine
the characteristics of a Professional Educational Leader as perceived by teachers; and to
analyze the relationship between administrators’ Leadership Attributes and the effectiveness
of Professional Educational Leaders. Data were collected from 316 teachers and educational
personnel from 17 schools in the Bang Bo 1 group, selected through purposive sampling. A
five-point rating scale questionnaire was used for data collection. The findings revealed that
the dimension of morality, ethics, and professional code of conduct represented the highest-
rated Leadership Attribute among school administrators. With regard to perceptions of the
roles of a Professional Educational Leader, the dimension of teacher and personnel
development received the highest mean score. Furthermore, the analysis indicated that
management services, leadership, morality and ethics, vision, personality, communication,
innovation, and technology collectively explained 89.5% of the variance in the roles of
Professional Educational Leaders, which is considered a very high level. Variables that
significantly influenced these roles at the 0.05 level included morality and ethics, vision,

personality, and communication, innovation, and technology.
