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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) investigate the level of administrative skills
of school administrators under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1. 2)
examine the level of academic administration efficiency in schools under the Bangkok
Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1. 3) determine the correlation between
administrative skills and the efficiency of academic administration in schools under the
Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1. The sample group for this study
consisted of teachers in the schools under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 1. The sample using the sampling table by Krejcie and Morgan (1970) and a stratified
random sampling technique based on school size of 361 participants. A stratified random
sampling method was employed based on school size. Data were collected from 357
respondents, representing 98.89%. The research instrument was a questionnaire. The statistical
methods employed for data analysis included frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation and Pearson's product-moment correlation coefficient. The research found that 1)
the transformational the administrative skills of school administrators under the Bangkok
Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1, overall, were at a high level across all aspects.
The mean scores, ranked from highest to lowest, were Educational and Instructional Skills,
followed by Human Skills, Conceptual Skills, Knowledge and Cognitive Skills, and Technical

Skills, respectively. 2) The efficiency of academic administration in schools under the Bangkok
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Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1 was, overall, at the highest level. A detailed
analysis by aspect revealed that the academic administration efficiency was at the highest
level in 5 aspects and at a high level in 2 aspects. The mean scores, ranked from highest to
lowest, were: Measurement, Evaluation, and Transfer of Learning Outcomes, followed by
Educational Supervision, Development of the Internal Quality Assurance System,
Development of Learning Processes, Development of the School Curriculum, Development of
Media, Innovation, and Technology for Education, and Research for Quality Development of
Education, respectively. 3) The correlation between administrative skills and the efficiency of
academic administration in schools under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 1 was 0.513** overall, indicating a moderate, positive correlation that was statistically

significant at the .01 level, in a consistent manner.
