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The Emotional Quotient of nursing students

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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive study
was to the emotional quotient of nursing
students private University in Pathumthani
Province. Samples were consisted of 153
nursing students Private University in

Pathumthani Province. Data were collected
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using the demographic data record form,
the emotional quotient questionnaire,
the relationship among family member
questionnaire, and the personality questionnaire.
The reliability test was conducted by using
Cronbach’s alpha which were .82, .80, L&z
.81 consecutively. Descriptive statistics and
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation were
used to analyze data.

The results of the study showed that

were at a normal level 75.16% (Mean
= 2.83, SD = .41 ) 2) the relationship among
family member were at a moderate level

71.90% (Mean = .68) 3)
family member and the personality
had moderate positive significant relationship
with the emotional quotient at alpha level
of .05 (r = .520 and .487 consecutively).
