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Professional Nurse Image as Perceived of nursing

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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive study was
to the Professional Nurse Image as Perceived
of nursing students Private University

in Pathumthani Province. Samples were
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consisted of 159 nursing students Private
University in Pathumthani Province. Data
were collected using the demographic data
record form, the professional nurse image
questionnaire, the professional nurse
perceived questionnaire. Descriptive statistics
and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation
were used to analyze data.

The results of the study showed that
1) the professional nurse Image were at
a high level 84.91% (Mean = 4.53, SD = .40)
2) the Professional Nurse perceived were at
a high level 88.68% (Mean = 4.64, SD =
.40) 3) the Professional Nurse Image had
high positive significant relationship with the
Professional Nurse perceived at alpha level
of .05 (r = .896).

The results of this study could be
utilizedas data bases for administrators
of the educational institutes, professional
organizations, and stakeholders to take into
consideration the maintaining and improving
of the images ofprofessional nursing in
order for them to be a good model for

nursing students.
