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Communicative English Reading Skill Supplementary Lessons Based on Local Contexts
for the First Year Vocational Certificate Students of
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop and test the efficiency of communicative
English reading skill supplementary lessons based on local contexts to meet the efficiency criterion of
75/75, 2) to compare the students’ English reading abilities before and after using the English reading skill

supplementary lessons, and 3) to study the students’ opinions toward the developed lessons. The
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samples consisted of one randomly selected class of 30 first-year students of Don Bosco Banpong
Technological College, Ratchaburi province in the second semester of the academic year 2017. The
instruments were 1) eight lessons of communicative English reading skill supplementary lessons based on
local contexts, 2) the English reading achievement test with 40 multiple-choice questions, which had the
difficulty index (p) between 0.30 — 0.77, the discrimination index (r) between 0.27 — 0.53 and the reliability
of 0.89, and 3) the questionnaire used to survey the students’ opinions toward the developed lessons
with the reliability of 0.93. The study revealed that 1) the efficiency of English reading skill supplementary
lessons was 79.92/80.08, 2) the students’ English reading abilities after using the reading skill
supplementary lessons were significantly higher than before using the developed lessons at the 0.05
level, and 3) The students’ opinions toward the reading skill supplementary lessons were highly positive
(% = 435, SD. = 0.63). The findings showed high level of interests and good attitudes toward leaming

English with local contexts such as the topics on local festivals, street food and industries.
