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Abstract

Sustainable development is an essential aspect of business, as it offers numerous
opportunities and is critical to conducting business in a socially responsible manner.
Investment in innovation and corporate social responsibility (CSR) are essential factors for
achieving sustainable development and reflect an organization's financial performance. This
study aims to explore the relationship and impact between disclosure of social operations,
investment in innovation, and the performance of small and medium-sized enterprises
registered with the Office of Small and Medium Enterprises Promotion in Thailand. The study
collected data from 104 companies during the period 2020-2023, all of which had a proven
track record of sustainable business practices. The data was analyzed using AMOS statistical
software with Structural Equation Modeling (SEM), path analysis, and maximum likelihood (ML)
methods to estimate the precise path. The study found that there is no correlation between
disclosure of social operations and the performance of companies in the Stock Exchange of
Thailand, and similarly, there is no correlation between investment in innovation and the
performance of companies in the Stock Exchange of Thailand. On the other hand, the study
discovered that disclosure of social operations has a direct relationship and impact on

investment in innovation.
