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ABSTRACT

The objective of the research was to survey the attitude of listening to English
language of the sixty fresh-men students who were in the major of English Language for
Communication, the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Rajamangala University of Phra Nakhon. Every
student has passed English 1, the prerequisite subject according to the university curriculum.
The research tool was the questionnaire which has been applied from the attitude questions
about surveying the attitude to English reading comprehension(Chen, M. Y., 2006).

According to the result, it was found that the classroom management with the English songs
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which the contents matched the subject lessons, and the song substances included the
context of native daily lives and international culture decreased the affective filters. By
contrast, it increased the students” motivations, as well as the reading comprehension and
the confidence to speak English language through the singing English-song activities more

(Du, 2009).
