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Abstract

The purposes of this quantitative research included the following: (1) To study the
level of communication skill of administrators (2) To study level of the performance
standards of teachers and (3) To study the relationship between the communication skills of
administrators and the performance standards of teachers Under Thung Khru Primary
Educational, Bangkok. The instrument used to collect data was a 5-level rating scale

questionnaire and used simple random sampling. The samples consisted of 210 members

The results of the research showed that: (1) The level of
communication skill of administrators, the overall was the highest level and found the aspect
with the highest average was the context. And the aspect with the lowest average is
Channels. (2) The performance standards of teachers were at a high level and the aspect
with the highest average was the learning management. And the aspect with the lowest
average is the performance of teachers. And (3 The results of the research showed that:
Independent variables tested with the dependent variable have a relationship which is

according to the assumptions set.
