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Abstract
This research aimed to (1) examine the innovative leadership of school administrators
within Network Group 36 under the Lat Krabang District Office, Bangkok Metropolitan

Administration; and (2) explore the developmental approaches to enhance innovative
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leadership among these school administrators. The sample group consisted of 152 teachers
from six schools within Network Group 36, selected during the 2024 academic year. The
sample size was determined using Krejcie and Morgan's sample size table and selected
through simple random sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire. The
statistical methods used for quantitative data analysis included frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s correlation coefficient. The findings revealed that
(1) The overall level of innovative leadership among school administrators in Network Group
36 was rated as high across all dimensions. (2) The proposed developmental approaches
suggest that school administrators should be encouraged to acquire knowledge and
understanding of innovation in educational administration. Furthermore, there should be
continuous supervision, monitoring, encouragement, and support for the development and
implementation of innovations in alignment with educational policies and the strategic goals

of innovation-driven school management.
