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Abstract
The purpose of this research are as follow: 1) to study the level of Innovative

Leadership in Digital Era for school Administrator in Bangkok Metropolitan Administration
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Prawet District Network School Cluster 31 and 2) to study guidelines for innovative
leadership in the digital era for school administrators in the same network School Cluster 31.
The sample in this research were six schools in Innovative Leadership in Digital Era for school
Administrator in Bangkok Metropolitan Administration Prawet District Network during the
academic year 2024. The respondents consisted of 1) 6 school directors, 2) 8 deputy school
directors, and 3) 118 teachers, totaling 132 participants. The sample size was determined
using the Krejci and Morgan table. The key informants of interviews, which focused on
proposing innovative leadership guidelines, 5 experts in digital-era educational leadership
were selected based on predetermined criteria. Research instruments used questionnaires
and interviews. Quantitative data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation, while qualitative data were analyzed using content. The results of the
research were as follows: 1) the overall level of Innovative Leadership in Digital Era for school
Administrator in Bangkok Metropolitan Administration Prawet District Network School Cluster 31
was at the highest level 2) The proposed guidelines for of Innovative Leadership in Digital Era
for school Administrator in Bangkok Metropolitan Administration Prawet District Network School
Cluster 31 include 5 key aspects: creating an innovative organizational atmosphere, vision for
innovative change, creative thinking in innovation, participation and teamwork in innovation, and
risk management in innovation, is in the same direction and has a positive correlation with

statistical significance at the 0.01 level, with Cronbach's Alpha based on standardized items .956
